2.1. A Scoping Report has been received from South Cambs District Council giving some details of this proposal which is in its early stages. Some approaches on environmental issues have already been made by Daly International, the developers, to Cambridgeshire County Council, Ramblers Association, Cambridge Preservation Society, Cambridgeshire Beekeeping Association, Barn Owls Trust, Badger and Otter Group, Butterfly Conservation Cambs and Essex branch, Cambridgeshire Bat Group, Natural England, Environment Agency, English Heritage, RSPB, the National Trust, the Wildlife Trust and the Civil Aviation Authority.
2.2. The letter accompanying the Scoping Report advised that the developers were obliged to submit an Environmental Statement regarding the proposed development, and invited Kingston Parish Council to comment on the proposed scope of the Environmental Statement by 14 December 2007. The Chairman has called this extraordinary meeting to formulate this Parish Council’s response.
